DIRECTIONS TO NEWTON TTC FOR SEASON 2006-2007
1. A69 towards Hexham, past Throckley, Heddon, Wylam, Ovingham turn offs etc

2. An early indicator is the sign to Stamfordham (to the right) . Do not come ofbhebe
aware you are about a mile away.

3. Next indicator is sign to Bywell (left turn). Again do not come off here. Shdittty Hhis
sign is a sign to Newton (to the right). You will need to go into outside lane to get into
the gap on the dual carriageway.

4. Turn right across the dual carriageway and follow the road. After a few liLyaires
take the right fork which is signposted Stelling and Art Gallery. Follow tr&teénd turn
right just before the Lodge through two pillars topped by eagles.

5. Pass house on the right. Turn right — there is a sign “Westside Farm only - no
unauthorised vehicles”.




6. Proceed down a rough track (trees on your left hand side with notices saying private
property) until you arrive at a large shed.

These are Newton'’s temporary premises pending the rebuilding of the new Naditon a
Bywell Community Hall (on the site of the old Newton Village Hall).

7. ltis advisable to carry a torch with you to help guide you from the car to the stiesteas
is no lighting outside the shed.

8. If you miss the turn off described at 4 and 5 above you will shortly come to a roundabout
signposted to Corbridge and to the A68. Go right round the roundabout and take the A69
to Newcastle (back the way you came) and watch for the left turn into Newton.
